WHEREAS, Community Healthcore provides a 24 hour / 7 days a week crisis hotline, mental

health outpatient services, skills training, and support services for children and adults; and

WHEREAS, Community Healthcore provided 29,359 hours of direct services to 915 Upshur

County residents in fiscal year 2021; and

THEREFORE, I Judge Todd Tefteller, do hereby proclaim May 2022 as Mental Health Awareness

Month In Upshur County.
